SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

BASIS OF ACCOUNTING.

The accounts are prepared on historical cost convention with a Mercantile system of accounting based on accepted applicable accounting

standards.

FIXED ASSETS

Fixed Assets are stated at costless depreciation.

DEPRECIATION

(a) Depreciation on fixed assets is provided on the written down value basis at the rates prescribed in the Income TaxAct-1961 after
deducting State Government Subsidy of Rs.27596000/-

(b) The society has received contribution from members Rs. 37462500/- (Previous Year Rs. 24647060/-) during the year. The
depreciation on fixed asset ( Land, Building, Electrical fittings and Machinery ) has been calculated after deducting contribution from
fixed assets as shown above.

INVESTMENTS

The investments are shown at a cost.

INVENTORIES

(a) Inventories are valued at cost or net realizable value which ever is lower. The method of valuation is Firstin First out basis.

PAYMENT AND BENEFITS TO EMPLOYEE

(a) Regular contributions made to provident fund and pension fund are charged to revenue each year.

(b) Inrespect of gratuity, the Society has taken an insurance policy with Life Insurance Corporation of India to cover the gratuity that may
be payable to employees on retirement. The premium on the policy is being charged to income and expenditure account.

BORROWING COST:

Borrowing cost includes interest amortization of ancillary costs incurred in connection with the arrangement of borrowing. Borrowing cost

directly attributable to the acquisition, construction or production of an assets are capitalization as part of cost of the respective asset.

The Society has sent balance Confirmation letters to parties. Some of the parties have confirmed the balances. Subject to above the other
debitand credit balances in the accounts are subject to confirmation of the parties.

The management has physically verified the situation of the fixed assets, and inventories and it has been certified that no material
discrepancies have been noticed on such verification

Loan from Gujarat Industrial Development Corporation is secured against allotted plots.

Term Loan from HDFC Bank is secured against Plantand Machinery, Other CurrentAsset as well as collateral Security of Plot No. 244-251,
Phase- 2, Vatva, Ahmedabad

Bank overdraftis secured against pledge of deposit of respective Banks.

The Society has purchased certain agricultural lands at Moje Semaliya, Village Bayad, Dist. Aravalli and Moje Rozav, Village Virpur, Dist.
Mahisagar for disposal of TSDF Industrial Solid Waste. However, due to heavy protest from villagers, the public hearing could not take place
though it was arranged and fixed. The District Collector and Gujarat Pollution Control Board (GPCB) cancelled the permission of converting
the land for the disposal of solid waste. Since the Society could not use the said land, it had to sale the land. During the year, the Society sold
part of the land by paying 40% premium on Jantri Value as per section 63AA of Gujarat Tenancy and Agri. Land Act, 2015 (i.e. Ganot Dhara)
for transferring the said Agricultural land to Non-agricultural land., due to which the society has made capital loss of Rs. 1,95,29,374/-

As the project could not commence any commercial activity, the above long term capital loss on sale of land has been transferred to Reserves & Surplus.
